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Health and Safety Information 

for Open Museum Participants

Open Museum staff will make you aware of safety and emergency procedures for the area in which your course or seminar is taking place. However, you may find this general information useful:

ALARM SIGNAL:
The emergency alarm for general evacuation is a continuous shrill tone.

EMERGENCY NUMBER:
6555

IN CASE OF FIRE:
Notices exist throughout the Museum near fire points and telephones. Please consult these located in the area you are visiting. We have appropriate fire fighting equipment strategically sited. If you see a fire, raise the alarm by either pressing the nearest call point, or telephone the emergency number giving your location and then evacuate the building.

EVACUATION:
If the need to evacuate the building arises, follow the instruction of the member of staff responsible for you, or any other member of Museum staff. Please remain in the vacuation area so that you can be safely accounted for.

SUSPICIOUS OBJECTS:
If you see a suspicious object, keep the area clear and prevent anyone from touching it. Call the emergency number giving details and then evacuate the area.

FIRST AID:
Notices exist throughout the Museum adjacent to fire notices. We have a team of trained first aiders, first aid rooms and facilities. In the event of needing first aid, please telephone the control room on ext. 0, or in emergency ext. 6555.
