Suggested approach

Have students gather all their research on the East India Company from activities 1-3.

Students should review their evidence and knowledge and decide what they think are the useful points for answering the key question.

Further suggestions

· The comparative potential of this project – ie, the impact of the East India Company in two parts of the world – allows students to demonstrate their ability to balance and reconcile conflicting perspectives. Ask them to write an essay with two paragraphs – one on Britain and one on Asia.
