SMOKING POLICY
4.7.1
Introduction
Smoking within all the Museum's premises is prohibited in order to comply with health and safety legislation, to satisfactorily pursue best practice in terms of employee and visitor health and welfare, to assist in meeting our statutory requirements in terms of fire prevention, to ensure the safety and care of the collections and to improve customer service.

4.7.2
Areas of Prohibition
Smoking is prohibited in all areas of the Museum, its outstations and official vehicles, including the restaurant annexe where it was permitted previously.  It is also no longer permitted to smoke immediately outside entrances to the Museum.

4.7.3
Application and Monitoring
Members of staff should note that smoking within the buildings is a serious disciplinary offence and offenders will be subject to normal disciplinary procedures, including possible dismissal. Staff should also be aware that they are responsible for any visitors, contractors or volunteers and should ensure that such people observe this policy.
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
