When you come inside you will need to show your ticket. This 

might be on a phone or a printed piece of paper. 

Staff might be wearing a face mask or face shield. Some staff 

might not be wearing either.  

 

If you are over 11 years old and not exempt, you will need to wear 

a face covering.  

 

If you are exempt, you will not need to wear a face covering. 



You will find hand sanitising stations around the Museum. You 

can use these to keep your hands clean.  



There is a one-way system in place at the Museum. This means

To use any lift, please speak to a member of 

staff to help us maintain social distancing.
